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Mayors Update for June 2011

We've had a lot of calls from you about the Village of Sayward Proposed Water Regulation By-Law that was delivered to
everyone's door. While we've had some very welcome input from you, I apologize for not having included a covering letter
of explanation. This by-law will be discussed at the council meeting on July 20, and I hope that, having had the chance to
study it in advance, you will bring your comments forward either before then, or at the meeting.

Western Forest Products has been working closely with the Village to keep us informed of their plans. They have begun
hauling down M-branch, and I caution all to be careful at the intersection of M-branch and Sayward Road. At present they
are hauling the logs from the roads they are constructing and, although I have not had this confirmed, will likely start the
logging in the near future. Please take note that Western Forest Products has agreed not to log trees that are in, or affect,
our water shed until we have our new treatment plant in place (Fall 2012)

Sayward Primary Medical Health Care Clinic. I certainly am frustrated with the government process. We have now
been advised by the Ministry of Health (MOH) that before we can obtain designation by the ministry as a medical clinic, we
must have a Non-profit Society in place to run it. The CAO and I went to Cortes Island to view their clinic, the setup of their
non profit society and to obtain as much information as we could to enable us to move forward. This initiative is intended
to benefit the entire community - not just the village. We will be calling a community Townhall meeting at the Heritage Hall
in the near future to keep you informed, answer your questions, and, hopefully, to find volunteers as directors and commit-
tee members for the clinic. You do not have to wait for the meeting to volunteer. If you have the time and interest please
contact me at 250-282-0184 e-mail westie@saywardvalley.net or the Village office at 250282-5512 e-mail vil-
lage@saywardvalley.net. Cortes Community Heath Care Society has advised that they will send us a copy of their constitu-
tion and by-laws that we could use as a template. Once we have this started I will again submit a business case which I will
personally deliver to MOH.

Many thanks to the ladies from Sayward Futures Society who were responsible for the wonderful parade and celebra-
tions for Canada Day. Nancy Critchley, Sheila Rowe, Heather Campbell Wachs and Rosemary Croteau worked very hard
to make it a success. Thanks for a job well done. A plaque from our Member of Parliament, Minister John Duncan, along
with a letter from Prime Minister Harper, were presented to Community of Sayward acknowledging the 100™ anniversary
of the naming of Sayward. The plaque and letter (to be framed) will be hung in council chambers.

I am sponsoring a Benefit Golf Tournament for Tour de Rock on August 28 at Rainbows End Golf Course. Please accept
my personal invitation to come and join in the fun with my wife and myself. You don't have to be a golfer to enter, it's open
to everyone. The cost of the tournament is $55.00 per person, which will include 18 holes of golf, lunch and prizes. All profits
go to the Tour de Rock.

And finally, many village residents have asked me if I am going to run again for Mayor. I am declaring now that, yes, I
will be running for re-election as Mayor in the November 2011 elections. There are projects on the go that I, with your ap-
proval, will be able to complete thru the next term.

Sayward Detachment would like to extend a warm welcome to the summer sun, which has been show-
ing up a bit more often. This brings a reminder to drive with caution as more pedestrians and cyclists
are using the roadways.

Sayward RCMP have responded to 48 calls for service since the last report, they include the following
investigations of interest:

Dear Neighbours

As summer arrives and we find ourselves heading off for camping trips. Let us also remember that
the forest we love to visit is going to get dry and venerable to fire. Not only the forest our homes as well. Here are
some steps you can think about, to make your trip a safer one when cooking on a camp fire.

*Check with local authorities to find out if there are restrictions on the use of campfires

*Consider the wind conditions. If the wind is strong enough to carry a spark to combustible material, don’t light a
fire.

* A fire break must surround your fire - create one by scraping down the dirt - one metre around the fire.

*Keep the fire a reasonable distance from any flammable materials, including all trees, and wooden structures.

* Keep the fire small. The best cooking fire is small and hot.

*Keep a shovel and at least 8 litres of water nearby in case the fire escapes.

* Never leave fire and campfire unattended.

* Extinguish your fire by stirring water into the ashes until it is cold to the touch — hot coals can reignite the fire.

With wild fire season coming up we are planning on a wild fire awareness evening at the Kelsey Centre on the 18"
of July at 7:00 pm
