Things are moving right along at the new clinic. 

 

~ The renovations are complete and the building looks great! A BIG ñThank Youò to Dan Fear for his hard work and for sharing his expertise. 

~ Our first public event was the flu shot clinic held November 3rd. Over 70 people were registered and immunized in 90 minutes! 

~ Our next public event will be another flu shot clinic on November 9th, 12pm to 2 pm. There will also be pharmacist from North Island Pharmacy 

here offering samples of some products he would like to make available in Sayward. 

~ All ñWell Babyò clinics and other health nurse appointments will now be based at the clinic. 

~ Several letters have gone out to area practioners inviting them to come to Sayward a few times a month. In the coming weeks we will post a 

schedule of clinic happens, which will include who will be coming up, what they will be offering, and when they plan to be here. 

~ We understand that most of us have family doctors in Campbell River than we are comfortable with. Several of these doctors have expressed an 

interest in coming to Sayward once or twice a month to address our routine health concerns. If you would like your doctor to come to you, feel free 

to bring it up with them the next time you see them. Once doctors have agreed to come up, we will include their visits in the schedule. 

~ We have been advised by VIHA that there are no current funding for a nurse practioner to be posted to Sayward. This may change in the near 

future. Stay tuned! 

~There has been some funding coming from VIHA and the Regional District (Thank you for your advocacy Gerald Whalley!) and we plan to use 

this to buy equipment. To make our dollars go further, there are some things we would like to find locally. If you can help out by donating any of 

the following items, we would be very grateful. 

 

1. Office supplies (fax machine, printer, photo copier, computer hardware, desk lamps, small garbage cans, staplers, hole punches, etc..) 

2. Bathroom supplies (a mirror, paper towel dispensers, toilet paper holders, grab bars, etc...) 

3. Cleaning supplies (vacuum, carpet cleaner, etcé) 

4. Wall decorations (local photos, medical posters, work by local artists)
