There will be an election this year in our area for Regional District Director because a man who is a resident of Tahsis is
also seeking election. Although Tahsis is not in Area ‘A’ and non-residents are not able to vote, yet they are still allowed
to run for office.

In addition to Sayward the other large population center in Area ‘A’ is Kyuquot, which could outvote Sayward if we do
not all exercise our right to vote. Therefore I would ask that everyone in Sayward who is eligible to vote cast a ballot on
election day.

Solid Waste:

Ever since the Comox Valley Regional District, which we used to be a part of, closed our local garbage dump we have
had to pay for household garbage collection on a user fee system. Items too large for pickup are disposed of three week-
ends each year at the Emcon highways yard. This weekend collection is very expensive and is paid for by the Sayward
Valley and Village through taxation.

The lifespan of the Campbell River garbage dump will soon be coming to an end and therefore all of our solid waste will
have to be trucked to the Cumberland Pigeon Lake landfill site. This will substantially increase our costs. Also as tipping
fees increase, solid waste disposal will become more and more expensive. Some of the other Electoral Areas have local
transfer stations fully funded by the Comox Valley Regional District through tipping fees. This means that all of their
costs to remove solid waste from their community is at no cost to those residents. To be fair, Sayward residents should
enjoy a similar arrangement and cost benefit. Together myself and Mayor MacDonald are working at the Solid Waste
Board to try to make this happen.

Sayward Emergency Crews - Priceless!

@3@‘@%’% I would like to share a story with the people of Sayward regarding our local Fire Rescue and

Ambulance personnel. On Thursday evening, September 29th, I was heading home from Campbell River with my
family. We came across a head on collision that just occurred on the highway a few kilometres north of Big Tree
rest stop. I attended to a woman who was in one of the vehicles who had numerous broken bones due to the im-
pact. She was pinned behind the wheel and was suffering from tremendous pain. She too was heading home after
a day of shopping down Island. The front end of her sports car was pushed so far into the front firewall of the vehi-
cle, one could not imagine that the engine had just been there moments previous. Battery acid had spewed every-
where and smoke was coming from the engine compartment. As a police officer for the past 18 years, this was the
first time I experienced a scene like this from a different perspective, that of being a regular civilian faced with a very
intense situation. We were there for approximately 10 minutes prior to the Ambulance, Fire Department and my fel-
low officer, Constable Mirek Nowak arriving. As I heard the sirens getting near, I was relieved that help was close by.
When Fire Rescue and Ambulance took over the scene, I stood back and had an opportunity to watch with several
other bystanders. As a police officer being at countless similar accidents over the years, this was the first time that I
actually stood back to watch our emergency crews hard at work. I was very impressed with our local emergency
crews and how they worked together to extract this fragile woman from the vehicle. Just coming from a practice
that evening, fire rescue systematically cut the woman out of the vehicle using their life saving tools. I watched as
some of the more senior firefighters took the lead and worked as a unit while the junior fire fighters watched and
gained valuable experience. The woman was eventually extracted and Ambulance took over to treat her injuries.

In a world with so many unexpected obstacles it is sure nice to know that when something does go wrong that we
have these emergency crews coming to our aid. I have thought to myself since this incident that what if it was my
family that was on this part of the highway a minute sooner. I cannot imagine the impact that the large truck would
have done on our small car. I cannot say enough about our local emergency crews. They are “Priceless!”

Keep training hard Emergency Crews. We “civilians” really do appreciate you.

RCMP REPORT-October 21°%, 2011
The Sayward RCMP have responded to 99 calls for service between September 1% until October 20th.
Summary of investigations during this time period are as follows:
Investigations of note include:

Police have responded to six motor vehicle accidents on the highway. Two of these resulted in serious injuries to the
occupants. Woss and Sayward Fire Rescue attended to these two accidents to assist with the extraction of the occupants from
the vehicles. Police are reminding people to slow down now because of the potential of hydro planing on our highway.

O Sayward R.C.M.P. responded to two residential break and enters in the 1500 block of Sayward Road, Sayward. Fire-
wood was the only thing reported stolen from one of the residences’ sheds (I guess there is a lack of firewood out there
for one to go get for themselves!).

O Campbell River Search and Rescue were deployed to search for a missing person in the Phillips Arm area who was be-
lieved to have been hit by a mudslide on a logging road. The following morning, they located him safe and sound in a
log cabin nearby. This was one of those rare times when the police were able to make a phone call with “good news”
for his fiancé in West Kelowna.
