Sayward ESS  

Sayward Emergency Support Services is an emergency response program made 

up of dedicated individuals who share a common goal of assisting people in an 

emergency. However, you as Sawardians, can help us help you by getting better 

prepared for an emergency. For the next few Sayward News editions, we will 

give you a few òhintsó of how and what you can do to be ready for a disaster like 

an earth quake, forest fire etc.  

Here are our first suggestions:  

1. EMERGENCY KIT: Get a large portable container with a lid. A plastic stor-

age bin or garbage can works well, particularly one with wheels. Choose an 

accessible location for the container near an exit and label the container. 

Make sure all family members know what it will be used for and where it is. 

You may also want to pack items into individual wheeled carts, carry -alls or 

packs to make them easier to carry by individual family members.  

2. EMERGENCY KIT CONTENTS: Stock your kit with at least a three -day 

supply of water for every family member and donõt forget to include your pet. 

Stock you kit with several varieties of packaged foods, canned meats and dried 

fruit. Include a manual can opener.
